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SADDLE BRONC RIDING

In the “classic event of rodeo,” the rider
spurs from the animal’s shoulders in an
arc-like motion toward the back of the
saddle in time with the bronc’s actions.

To qualify for a score, the rider must have
his boots over the break of the horse’s
shoulders until the horse has completed
his first jump out of the chute. The higher
and harder the horse bucks and the better
the cowboy spurs-the higher the score.

At the start of the run, the roper must
remain behind the barrier until the calf
crosses the scoreline. Breaking the
barrier adds ten seconds to the roper’s
time. After roping the calf, the cowboy
dismounts from his horse, runs down
his rope and lays the calf down by hand.
If the calf is down when he reaches it,
he must allow the calf to get up and
then lay it down. The roper then ties
any three legs with a “piggin’ string”

(a shorter rope he carries between his
teeth). The tie must hold for six seconds
after the roper remounts his horse.

STEER WRESTLING

Timing, coordination and strength are
prerequisites for a steer wrestler. To begin
with, he must remain behind the barrier,
which is a rope stretched across the front
of the starting box, until the steer crosses
the scoreline. If the cowboy breaks the
barrier, ten seconds are added to his time.
The steer wrestler catches the right horn
in the crook of his right arm then must hit
the ground with his legs extended forward
in order to bring the steer to a halt.

Two contestants, two horses, two ropes,
one steer and one barrier rope. Team
roping requires close cooperation and
timing between highly skilled ropers, a
header and heeler. If the header breaks
the barrier before the steer completes its
head start, the ropers are assessed a ten
second penalty. Once the header makes
his catch he turns the steer to expose
the back legs to the heeler. The heeler
then attempts to rope both hind legs.

LADIES BARREL RACING

One of rodeo’s most popular events,
the barrel race requires the rider and
her horse to complete a cloverleaf
pattern around three barrels. The time
starts when the competitor crosses
an electric beam of light and the time
is completed when she recrosses the
line after completing the pattern.

BAREBACK RIDING

The cowboy inserts his gloved hand into the

suitcase handle-like bareback riggin which
is made of leather and is cinched around
the horse. The rider will be disqualified for
failing to keep his spurs over the break

of the horse’s shoulders until the first
jump out of the chute is complete, for
touching the animal or equipment with

the free hand, or for getting bucked off
before the end of the eight-second ride.

BULL RIDING

Rodeo’s most dangerous event and
the toughest eight seconds in sport.
The bull rider inserts his gloved hand
into the handhold of a flat, braided
rope which is passed around the girth
of the bull, into the palm of the hand,
around behind the wrist and into the
palm of the hand one more time.

Breakaway roping has
been an event for women
to compete in at the high
school and college level
for years. Women, like
myself, have grown up with
a rope in their hands.

| learned to rope in the branding
pen on my family’s ranch. | have
spent countless hours roping
with my father and brother, who
rope calves and train horses. Like
many other women before me |
found that once | was finished
with college rodeo, there really
wasn’t a lot of opportunity to
continue roping. Although | am a
barrel racer as well, | love to rope.

In recent years the Breakaway
Roping has emerged in the
word of Professional rodeo. C5
rodeos, including Oldstoberfest,
were some of the first Pro
Rodeos in Canada to feature
Breakaway Roping. Since then,
Breakaway Roping has grown
immensely and is now an event
at 75% of Pro rodeos in Canada.
It is also now an event at the
Canadian Finals Rodeo.

Breakaway ropers are so grateful
to the committees and sponsors
that have given us the opportunity
to compete at a professional
level. There is a lot of women

that have dedicated their lives to
roping and it is amazing that we
can now do so professionally!

’ ﬁ f ’ Virgil was born and raised
in Grassy Butte, North
i ‘ Dakota. C5 had their eye
y on him from a young age,
knowing what the big
grey was capable of, and
they wanted him to be
part of the C5 string. After
an impressive outing as
a five-year-old in Houston, Virgil
became just that in 2013 when
he came home to C5 Rodeo’s
ranch in Lac La Biche, Alberta.

Since then, Virgil has become one
of the most recognized and sought-
after broncs going down the road.
He gives world-class performances
no matter the venue. Quiet in the
pasture, under the arena lights
Virgil soaks up the crowd, the
adrenaline, and the challenge of
each cowboy he’s drawn against.

At 17 years old and weighing in at
1,700 pounds, Virgil still brings pure
dynamite to every ride. After giving
it his all for 8 seconds, with his head
held high, he makes his famous
victory lap before leaving the arena.

Virgil’s résumé is stacked with
accolades. He is a two-time Bareback
Horse of the Year and has helped
multiple cowboys win tens of
thousands of dollars. In 2024, he
was the poster boy for the Ponoka
Stampede and won the Calgary
Stampede with RC Landingham,
scoring an impressive 94.

F13 Virgil is a stout, grey horse that has become a
household name — and rightfully so. He is one of C5
Rodeo’s standout horses, with the likes of Kaycee
Feild, Tim O’Connell, Tilden Hooper, and Rocker Steiner
putting on a show every time they match up with him.

In an unexpected twist, he even
helped 4X World Champion Zeke
Thurston win the Saddle Bronc

title at the inaugural Zeke Thurston
Extreme Broncs Invitational, scoring

92 while wearing the halter.

In 2022, Virgil and
cowboy rebel Rocker
Steiner set a new
world record — a
95-point ride at the
Riggin Rally in Darby,
Montana — the
highest score ever

in Bareback riding.

The 2025 season saw Virgil

buck predominantly as a Saddle
Bronc horse, where he carried
multiple riders to scores in the
90s. At the Calgary Stampede,
Zeke Thurston rode him to a 92.5,
winning the championship. Virgil
was later named 2025 Canadian
Saddle Bronc Horse of the Year.

We don’t know how much longer the
big grey will continue to buck, but for

now he’s still thriving in the arena and

performing at an elite level. When the
time comes to retire, Virgil will let us
know. Until then, we’ll keep watching

him do what he loves — buck.
